…AND IN YOUR PYJAMAS   
 
And in case there wasn’t just too much fun to be had with bowling in pink, Doug 
Bell organized a pyjama party. The bowling started in the evening and everyone 
was encouraged to wear their night attire. Or something close to what you would 
wear at night. One does wonder what Linda thinks if Dave goes to bed in what he 
wore. And then there were Ken Bucyk’s slippers. Some things you see are very 
telling. Sometimes they tell too much.  
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LEADS LEAD THE WAY 
 

Ahhhh – the often misunderstood position of lead. Everyone wants to be skip 
forgetting that without the lead, the skip has nothing to do – or everything to do. 
The lead sets the mat and the jack. Now how are you going to bowl without those 
two things in place? Sure the skip may try to get the lead to throw a specific 
distance, and good leads can do this, but often times the skip leaves the length 
to the lead’s judgement.  

When the jack is correctly set, the lead plays his or her first bowl. The job of the 
lead is to “draw”, which means getting the bowl as close to the jack as possible 
by finding a perfect line and length. The lead is not aiming to move the jack by 
hitting it, but if this happens it should not be with so much force that the bowl and 
the jack end up yards apart. 

An ideal position for a lead bowl is immediately behind the jack, either in contact 
with it or very close. This immediately sets a problem to the other side, who must 
hit either the jack or the bowl in order to win the end. By tucking the bowl behind 
the jack, the target is made smaller. 

Another good place for a lead to bowl to is a foot or so in front of the jack. This is 
then in a good position to be hit and promoted towards the jack, with the bowl 
that did the hitting not being able to get any closer. 

One advantage of being a lead is that one is usually free to choose the bowling 
hand, either forehand or backhand. Lead is therefore a good position for a bowler 
who bowls very much better on one hand than the other. 

 

 
MOVE THAT BUS MAT! 

 

Our green needs your help. With a lot of use the green becomes worn in some 
spots. Sometimes there is nothing to be done but in this case you can do 
something to help. The mat can be put down anywhere from the two meter mark 
to the hog line. This amounts to 23 meters of laying ground. Rather than 
continually place the mat at the two meter mark, move it to different spots. The 
jack can still be thrown the same distance from the front of the mat and you just 
might confuse the competition. So, MOVE THAT MAT!
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ROLL OUT THE JACKS AND LET THE GAMES BEGIN 
reprinted from last year 

 
 
The games committee has been working hard all winter and spring to bring you lots to 
keep you amused this season. There are pairs and triples leagues, fun days, skills days 
and club tournaments. Sign up for as much as you can do. Just don’t forget what you 
signed up for.  
 
In house tournaments: Sign up sheets are posted on the games board. Anyone can sign 
up and teams will be randomly drawn. Check the games board regularly as some of 
these tournaments can fill up quickly. Any full member of the club can enter. All skill 
levels welcome.  
 
Club draws: Check your club calendars for days and times of draws during the week. 
These draws are open to every one of all skills. Novices are encouraged to come – the 
other bowlers don’t bite – well, most of them don’t. Only the Sunday draw requires the 
wearing of the whites. 
 
League play: The first 8 weeks of league play you need to enter as a team. After those 
leagues, with the exception of the ‘MacNaughton League’, the leagues are fun leagues 
and your team mates will be drawn.  
 
Open tournaments: Every club in our zone hosts at least one Open Tournament; open to 
players from other clubs. To enter these games you must have a team and your team’s 
skip contacts the games chair for that club. These tournaments require either whites or 
team colours. 
Also, on the Bowls BC website is a list of open tournaments in clubs throughout B.C. so 
if you would like to bowl somewhere else, check this list out. 
 
Provincial tournaments: These are also listed on the Bowls BC website and require an 
entry form and $50 per player. Anyone with a valid BC Bowls membership is eligible.  
 
BC Senior Summer games: This is not associated with Bowls BC. The event this year is 
being held the Comox Valley and is open to those aged 55+.  This venue has something 
for everyone but if you wish to compete in lawn bowling (either men’s and ladies’ pairs or 
mixed fours) you will need to qualify from your club and then in a zone competition as 
Zone 2 (us) only allows 1 team per event. Membership in the Senior Games is required. 
Information for this will be posted on the games board.

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FROM OUR GREENSKEEPER 
 Jack Lawrence 

 

 
This winter was much kinder to the 
green than last year.  We have a 
small amount of moss which should 
be gone soon.  With the warmer 
weather the bare patches from last 
year will fill in nicely.  
 Steve Forrest, a greens guru, 
did an analysis of the green for us. 
He has made some good 
recommendations which we will be 
adopting. His general opinion is that 
our green is in excellent shape and 
we should have a healthy green all 
summer. 
 Once in May and again in 
June, we will be applying a fine 
coating of sand mixed with grass 
seed to the green.  This is necessary 
to help enhance the green’s strength 

and increase water retention.  For a 
day or two after application, you may 
feel a small amount of sand on your 
bowls, however, it will not damage 
them.  

  Some members have been 
asking about shoes on the greens.  
Lynn has a fine selection of 
regulation bowling shoes, however, 
some other shoes are acceptable.  
The shoes cannot have any heel 
break; they must be flat from toe to 
heel.  To test for a heel break, hold 
the shoe flat against the wall.  You 
should not be able to see any light 
between the wall and the heel area. 
Wedge shaped heels are 
unacceptable.  I would like the tread 
to be an 1/8 inch deep or less.  
Sandals with suitable soles are also 
okay. Some examples of allowable 
shoes are skateboard runners and 
deck shoes.  Please keep your 
bowling shoes for use on the greens 
only and change into them once you 
arrive.  The tread can pick up bits of 
gravel which can fall on the green.  
 Rick Dolley has been working 
with me during the winter and is now 
our official fertilizer expert.  I would 
like to thank him and the many 
members who are working on the 
green Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Fridays.  Without their help we would 
not have a green.  If anyone would 
like to join the greens crew, we 
would appreciate your help. Just 
contact me, Jack Lawrence,

Now, this could be because the crib is more fun or it could be 
because crib players bring goodies to eat or it could be that bridge is slightly 
boring.

SOCIAL MEMBERS CAN BOCCE WITH THE REST 

Some people use the terms ‘lawn bowling’ and ‘bocce ball’ interchangeably, thinking the 
two sports are one and the same.  

The first and most obvious difference is that lawn bowls are played on a green, while 
bocce is played on a field that’s usually sand or asphalt but can be any surface.  Another 
difference between lawn bowling and bocce is the type of balls/bowls that are used. 
Bocce balls are all the same size whereas lawn bowls come in multiple sizes and are 
heavier and larger.  The most interesting difference is that balls used for bocce are 
perfectly round and smooth and have no bias whatsoever.  In lawn bowling, the specific 
bias of the bowls is essential to the game and plays a huge part in the player’s strategy. 
Bocce has a "pallino", a smaller ball, as the point of aim while bowls uses a "jack", a 
much smaller ball than the bowls which has no bias.  Both games count points by having 
their ball/bowl closest to the pallino or jack. When playing bocce the player stands 
behind a permanent "foul" line.  A lawn bowler has a mat that may be placed anywhere 
between the 2 metre mark and the hog line.  Lawn bowls are delivered with a smooth, 
rolling motion; bocce balls may be thrown.  
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A game is won in bocce when either team reaches 16 points or an agreed number of 
points.  Lawn bowls has "ends" and the score at the completion of the agreed upon 
number of ends, determines the winner. There are many other differences between the 
two games. Each has it©s own unique methods of play and rules.  Both are enjoyable, 
requiring finesse and strategy, but they are definitely not the same game. So, now you 
know. 

 Social members, you can play bocce. There are bocce balls in the bowls shed for you to 
use. Why don’t you organize a social game while the others are lawn bowling? It’s our 
court – use it - except when the Special Olympics group is using it. If you would like to 
organize something, contact a member of the board and someone will help you set it up.  

 

SKIPS TAKE CHARGE 
 

So, now you are a skip. Now you get to play the last shot, you get to call the 
head; you get to be the hero, or the anti-hero. It is a heavy load to bear 
sometimes. Some people thrive on it; others do it because that is what their tag 
says they do.  If you want the long story, see the article at the website below. 
http://performancelawnbowls.com/index.php/selection/skip-selection/types-of-skips-and-
continuum/ 
At the club level it is the job of the skip to teach and encourage proper bowling 
rules and etiquette. There are quite a few up-coming ‘tournament’ bowlers who 
need to know how to ‘behave’ in the open tournaments. They need to learn that if 
the jack is thrown a foot short, it needs to be sent back to be delivered again, not 
just repositioned. They need to understand why it was sent back. At the umpires’ 
meeting this winter, the umpires were told that they need to enforce, in particular, 
the possession of the mat rule.  If you don’t know this rule, look it up. It is in the 
Rule Book, or ask an umpire to explain it to you. It is much like interrupting a 
conversation before the speaker has finished talking. Wait your turn.  
It seems too picky at the club level to apply all the rules of the game, after all it is 
just for fun. But, we do have evening trophy leagues, we have club trophy 
tournaments. All places where the rules need to be observed. If we don’t teach 
them at the fun draws, when are they meant to learn? These can be tough 
lessons to learn while participating in an open tournament where a word from an 
umpire can have an unsettling effect on a team.
