Dress will be casual.

The games will be 14 ends.

Each player will deliver four bowls.

Play will be in a round robin format.

Scoring will be — 3 points for a win, 0 points for a loss and 1 point for a tie. The two
teams with the highest number points after 3 weeks will play on the 4" week in a
final game. In the event of a tie after the third game, the tie will be broken by shot
differential +/-. If still tied by ends won. The player with the highest points in the final
will be declared a winner.

Over the 3/4 weeks, each player may use a spare for 1 week. A spare may play any
position other than Skip.

. If the Jack is improperly delivered once by both teams, it is placed 2 metres from the

front ditch and on the centre line (also known as the T).

If the jack in motion passes completely outside the boundaries of the rink of play, or
rebounds to a distance of less than 18 metres from the mat line, the end should not
be declared dead. Instead, the jack must be re-spotted according to the one re-spot
position (Law 56.5.2.3 - also known as the T) and the game continues.

Movement of players — Players may visit the Head as follows - Leads after delivery

of their third bowl, Thirds and Skips after their second and third bowl.
